ongoing actions in the present.
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Helping Verbs and Form of Verb
Helping Verbs: is, are, am
Form of Verb: ing form of verb

Note: we use helping verb ‘“is” with singular

subjects (he, she, it) and singular subjects” we use



“are” with plural subjects (they, we, you and plural

subjects) and “am” with (1).
